3) Posters:  The course materials include a folder with images and key graphics that should be printed to poster size and displayed around the room during the training.  These posters can be printed inexpensively and re-used for subsequent courses.  ALL of the posters should be posted from the first day of the training until the end – not just when the specific content is being introduced.  This pre-exposure to the content aids in retention of the materials when it is finally presented.


4) Course Evaluation forms.  The evaluation forms apply to Level 1 evaluation.  A post-test may be given at the discretion of the facilitators – it is not required.   
5) Participant Evaluation sheets – these are the forms used to regularly assess and evaluated the progress of each participant.  Progress should be shared with the participants daily,  See the Evaluation guidance sheet for further information. 

Time Required:

64 hours (non-inclusive of breaks)

7 days of classroom instruction; 1 day field work

Target audience:

National Society professionals and volunteers selected by NS teams to learn the skills of disaster response

Group Size: 

25 participants

Objectives:

By the end of the course, learners will be able to:

· Define the competencies of an effective RDRT member during a disaster response. 

· Demonstrate accountability to beneficiaries during a response.

· Demonstrate understanding and applicability of common standards.

· Discuss the importance of deployment procedures and readiness.

· Demonstrate ability to interact appropriately as an RDRT member with others in an emergency setting.

· Demonstrate ability to conduct and/or assist in conducting an assessment of a disaster.

· Demonstrate ability to prepare an adequate and feasible plan of action based on analysis of assessment data.

· Demonstrate ability to distribute relief to beneficiaries in an appropriate and humanitarian way.

Note that every course session contributes to the successful completion of these learning objectives.  There are no additional objectives - every session in the course is a build-up of knowledge, skills and behaviours towards these stated objectives.

The course consists of 8 days of instruction.  This is a standalone course.   The suggested Course outline is below.
