                Main findings from village risk mapping.
· About  50 houses located scatteringly in village.

· Village is located close to Daka creek in the south.

· In the village, there are firm buildings such as primary school, preaching hall and Christian church.

· In central part of village is a firm bridge.

· There are 5 dug- wells with water for domestic use.

· There are 16 hand pumps and drinking water is  from 1 hand pump located in play- ground in front of school.

· Farmland and orchards  are in the north beside Daka creek.

· In the east of village is  SinKhaung  village, in the west is ShweGyoGone village and in south and  north is Daka creek.

· Flood regularly affected 37 houses.

· Eastern and western parts of village are most affected and water level reached 1.5 ft.

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       Transect walk with community members
      Main findings from transect walk:
· Roads in AkwaiDan village are dirt roads.

· Nearly all households use fly proof latrines.

· There are 5 dug-wells in village and these well were not submerged in flood.

· There are 16 hand pumps  in village, 1 hand pump gets drinking water and flood water reached to the base.

· Houses are long poled houses and mostly bamboo and thatch houses.Houses are built about 6 ft high .

· There are 4 row boats and  1 engine boats.

· There are firm buildings such as primary school, preaching hall and Christian church In the village.
· The hand pump in school was dug to 270 ft depth and other pumps were dug 180 ft depth.
· In regular flood, highest water level is about 1.5 ft.
· During flood time,transportation for health care is difficult.( Child birth, emergency cases….)
· In western part of the village is a bridge crossing village road. The bridge is 15 ft in length and  have hand rails in some parts.

·    Banana is grown from  June and harvested in February and March.
· Cassava is grown from  May and dug up in January and February.

· Papaya is grown from  May and picked fruits  in January and February.

· Beetel leaf is harvested the whole year.

· Paddy is grown from  June and harvested in September.
· Months of highest income are June,July,August and months of lowest income are September and October.

· Dengue occurs frequently in July and August.

· Festivals  are in  October, November and December.
· Flood  usually occurs in July and August.

· Strong winds occur in May.
·  Months of most workload are  July, August and September.

·  Months of least work are March and April.

· Bamboo mats can be bought from “ThaungGyi”village. “ ThaungGyi”  village is 2 mile from the village and can go by walking ,by boat.
